OF Irish ongin, he got interested in anarchism from an early age and was achve
in the VEtnam anhi war movement after serving in the military himself , as
well as generally ving a life oLtside the law.

In Q73 Harold killed Hhe man who had killed the mother of his older son ,and
who'd threatened +o kill his son, too- He was caught 10 days later and charged
with the murder, as well as gther shoohng /robbery incidents. He got lifé)
plus 50 years , plus 21-15 years, and then even more later on.

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On September 4th 2008, Dave Mahoney was cycling to the grocery store with his

~girlfriend in Minneapolis. An un-marked van pulled up, and two men wearing FBI

shirts inexplicably bundled him into the back, and drove off. Dave was part of
the protesters assembled at the Republican National Convention in the City that
week, and was there to remind the world of some of the atrocities, and injustices
millions of people endure everyday across the globe - many of which link directly
to the actions & policy of the Republican party. Instead, Dave is suffering his

own injustice. He is being accused of ‘aiding and abetting’, he’s facing trumped
up charges of Assault, and Terroristic threats; if convicted he could get up to 21
years in jail AND a huge fine.. Both charges are based on flimsy, if not fabricated,
evidence and Dave has maintained his innocence from the start. Dave was
subsequently released after paying an unheard of amount to be released on bail.

On the 2nd of November Dave had his
[lrst court appearance at which the Judge
wils to assess whether his case was

appropriate for taking to trial, or in other

words, whether there was probable cause
to believe that the charges could stick.

Dave's lawyer argued that assault needs
a victim and there was no victim in the
official complaint. The judge agreed

and his first charge (assault to the 2nd
degree - a possible 7 years sentence) was
dropped!

However the state has now charged Dave
with two additional accountsof assault

to the second degree and terroristic
threats. 6 Charges in total.
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This is clearly an attempt by the state
to lash out at those that question their
authority.

Dave is a caring, loving and intelligent
individual. The idea that he is a
dangerous person is absurd.
