ROADS

The militancy and direct

axtion tactics of the
anti-roads movement in
Britain have inspired

millions(though we would
criticise the 1idea of
'nonviolence’ as a
Eginciple - the idea that

the police can be on our
side if we're peaceful' -
rather than a tacticl The
resistance stopped the
demolition of Oxleas Wood
and was a major factor in
the cutting of one third
of the Nationmal Road-
building Plans last
summer - in December, six
more road schemes were
also postponed.

Although some battles
were lost (e.g. Twyford
Down, M11) they have
inspired thousands of
others to take direct
action e.g. the 'Pollock
Free State' —resistance
. near Glasgow. People arc
recognising that direct
action gives us power and
results, rather than the
usual dead end of cap in
hand petitions, letters,
councillors and M.P.s

'who are on our side' (we
don't think!).

ROAMING

There has been a 1ot of
resistance to the
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Criminal (In)Justice Act.
Again there seems to be

growing recognition that
people need to carry on

resisting, whether it's
legal or not: law is the
rule book made by the
rich and powerful for

their benefit.

So, despite govgfnment
and media hysteriaj about
the supposed 'dire! noise
and damage' caused by the

New Age Travellers,
people carry on
travelling.

The real criminal

injustice is the theft of
land and dama%e caused by

landowners €8 they
have destroyed 18,000km
of hedgerow in the 1990s
and 50% of ancient
woodland since the war).
The working class
majority  has the so-
called ‘right' to roam
over less than 17 of
Britain.
