Aims & Principles.

1. We want to destroy capitalism and its
class system and replace them with a
free and equal societey where people

have complete control over their own
Lives,

2. We believe that the most important
daivision In this society is between the
working class and the ruling class and
Its agents. We accept that it is
sometimes difficult to see which side of
this division people are, and to
complicate things further, people may
move from one side of it to the other,
depending on changes 1n thelr personnal
s1tuation or 1n society at large.

3. We are opposed to all forms of the
state I1ncluding so-—called ‘communist'
states.

4. The struggle of the working class to
seize control of the world from the
ruling class and its agents will involve
the use of violence. We support working
class violence against the ruling class
and 1t agents. We are opposed to elitist
terrorst type actions as they are not
an axpression of ongoing class struggle.

O. We do not believe the working class
needs leadership. We are totally hostile
to the politicians, union bosses and
‘Revolutionary Parties’ who attempt to
be working class ‘leaders’. We are not
trying to lead anybody anywhere. The
purpose of CLASS WAR 1s to increase the
revolutionary aspects of working class

resistance by participation and
communication as equals.

6. Dividing the working class by skin
colour, sex or sexual preference, ect. i1s
one of the main ways that the ruling
class keeps us fighting amongst
ourseives instead of against them. In
creating a free society we must fight
and destroy these divisions which the
ruling class fosters within the working
class.

7. The CLASS WAR FEDERATION is open to
all groups and individuals who agree
with these aims and principles. We accept
that these groups and individuals may
have disagreements on other things.

The CLASS WAR CONFERANCE, which meets
twice a year, will decide the policy of
the federation. It will exslude any
groups or individuals found to be
acting against the '‘Aims and Principles.

B.We accept that the CLASS WAR
FEDERATION is not the only valid way of
opposing the system. Other ways of
organising will be more appropriate o
other people. We will work with other
working class groups Wwhen our
struggles coincide.

IIIE HEAVY-STUFE
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CLAUSE WAR

On the 9th of March Clause 28 was ratified
by the House of Commons and now only
needs Royal assent to become law in June.

The clause is designed to outlaw the
‘promotion' of homosexuality by local
authorities (for 'promotion' in this case

read 'any favourable or positive statement
or action concerning').

Hot on the tail of the Alton Bill, this
clause iIs another part of the government-
inspired Moral backlash intended to force
us back Iinto a way of life more suited
to their present economic needs - ie. larger
working class families that pay more
Poll Tax. They are using the moralist
approach because by inciting a moral
backlash they can wuse middleclass do-
gooders and mealy-mouthed religious
bigots to do their dirty work for them.
They have stated that the clause is not
intended to stifle a positive image of
Gays and Lesbians in media, art and
literature, but the lie in this is transparent.
Already before the Clause is law Luton
Tory/Fascist MP John Carlisle has
attempted to stir up the shit by speaking
out against the performance of a play
concerning homosexuality put on at Luton's
Library Theatre.

You can always trust an MP like Carlisle
to make full use of ignorance concerning
things like the fear of AIDS and the links
between AIDS and homosexuality. We
should not be fooled. Qur bodies are our
own and we will not let people get away
with telling us what we can or cannot
do with them.

The debate in the House of Commons
on the Clause has thrown the Labour Party
Into turmoil as to how far they can go
to oppose the Local! Government Bill which
contains the Clause.

Kinnock and his cronies fear that if
they push the issue too far the Tories
will use this as propoganda against them

particularly in the North in the same
way as they used the 'Labour's defence
policy' poster during the recent election
and 'lf you want a nigger for a neighbour,
vote Labour' during the late 70's.

The Labour Party are worried that their
new red rose might not smell so sweet
to the yuppies and their friends whom
they are anxious to attract to the Party.

After all, defending Gay Rights is not
a vote winner.

Kinnock and co. are not
fighting for Gay Rights, just as they are
not interested in fighting for Abortion
Rights for women, or defending the NHS.

If we are to defend what small rights
we have, then we have to take the struggle
Into our own hands. Linking these campaigns
together is one way to stop the onslaught
of the moral crusade led by the Tories.
Leavung the fight up to the Labour Party
Is a recipe for disaster, as they gave up
fighting years ago. Only action outside
of parliament will win the struggles ahead.

IN MARCH, the Stamford Hill
Estate in North London became
the scene of one of the best
occupations for several years.
The eviction by left-wing
Hackney Council of over 200
squatters from the estate was
physically resisted with the
alid of barricades of burnt out
cars and overturned skips, and
the estate was a no—go area
for the police for two days.
The Council, forgetting thelr
long-standing policy of non-
co-operation with the police,
mounted a massive operation
involving several hundred riot

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We've all seen the glossy ad's on TV
depicting beautiful, clean and well equipped
private hospitals. BUPA and other private
health businesses present themselves
as caring, charitable associations where
"putting the patient first" really counts.

THEY ARE PRACTICING FRAUD. They
present themselves as a new and better
way for people to get good quality health
care, but their system offers NOTHING
to ordinary workers and their famillies.

Private healthcare for working class
people means going without treatment
until you really desperately need it, because
you can't afford it. Insurance schemes
like BUPA seem a good bet for someone

that never gets ill, but what happens when
you do? You start paying, that's what!

Because if it's a serious illness, BUPA
won't want to know. If you get diabetes
or heart disease, if someone in your family
develops senile dementia, if your kidneys
pack up, if you suffer from other permanent
disabilities or anything that needs skilled
long-term care then BUPA will close
the door in vyour face. Whyl....because

they can't make a PROFIT out of you.

Proper healthcare provides treatment
for illness, not treatment for profit, and
it provides care for whoever NEEDS it,
not only for those who can afford it. BUPA
IS a parasite on the health care industry.
Them and others like them can never
provide the health care we need. ALL

THEY WANT IS OUR MONEY.

9If the Tories get their way, then we
will be left with an even more run down
public health service from what remains
of the NHS and THEY will get the best
hospitals all to themselves.

We say NO to private health care, the
NHS is not for sale. The working class
has no choice, we can't afford £2000 a
year, and we wouldn't pay it to BUPA
if we could!

Many people in mainland Britain think

that Northern Ireland is under the control
of psychopathic mobs where, try as they
might, the 'decent' RUC and British Army
fail to keep proper law and order.

They see, on the one hand, religious
fanatics like lan Paisley leading mobs
of strange people dressed up in daft bowler
hats and orange sashes, going on about
the 'Devil in Rome' and the 'Battle of
the Boyne', while a loyalist gunman fires
Indiscriminately into a crowd of Catholic
mourners.

And on the other side they see 'mad
bombers' blowing up bystanders at
Enniskillen, riots and burning buses in

West Belfast every other month, and an
angry mob dragging two British squaddies

from their car, beating them and then
shooting them.
However, there's a lot more to Northern

Ireland than meets the eye.

CLASS WAR believe that people taking
control of their streets, estates, and
workplaces is crucial to battle to rid
ourselves of the rich and powerful scum
who make our daily lives hell. And in
Northern Ireland their are hundreds of
examples of this type of working class
power that we would like to see on the
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mainland as well.

The Republican areas in Northern Ireland
have very advanced community organisation.
This is due to the relentless attacks upon
those communities carried out by the
Army, the RUC and loyalist mobs, and
to the appaling state of housing and other
services provided by the Loyalist provincial
government.

People have created new forms of 'popular
Justice aimed at stopping anti-social
behaviour, like mugging and thieving.

There is a 'Black Taxi' scheme where
hundreds of cheap taxis enable people
to shop and travel cheaply and safely.
There are also prisoner and prisoners'

families aid schemes and advice centres.

In  Protestant areas the cammunity
organisation is not so developed, but the
'‘feeling' is there.

The strikes by the Ulster Workers Council
in the 70s were some -f the most far

reaching of strikes in Br..ain since the
Cieneral Strike in 1924,

Now of course, these ins'ances of 'workers
power' have not always been perfect. The

HE WATERFRONT
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The long running National Union of Seamen
dispute at Dover exploded suddenly into
a National strike at the end of April. For
three months P&EO workers had been on
strike, and after failing to win a national
strike in February, after the NUS was
threatened with sequestration of its funds
by the courts, it looked like another of
those forgotten strikes - forgotten by
the media, the Union, forgotten by all
but the 2000 strikers.

At the end of April though, PO moved
to break the solid strike, calculating,
recruiting and bussing in scabs, expecting
the strike to quietly and quickly collapse.
They were wrong. Within days only 200
of the NUS's 3,000 ferry workers were
not on strike. And for the first time a
Union, this time the NUS, refused to back
down to the courts and appeared (3/5/88)

to be looking to fight to the finishfunds
or no funds. NUS workers have seen that
