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Two police vehicles were 
overturned and three cops were 
injured at the Walsall v Bristol 
play off match at the end of the 
season.

Handsworth Action Centre on 
Loze11s Road has been under attack 
from both the boys in blue and the 
local Labour council.

The 
police say they don't know where 
to look, although the odd glance 
has been cast in their direction. 
They don't seem to be wearing 
themselves out trying to find the 
arsonists anyway!

Police attacks have also been 
stepped up in Chapeltown, Leeds 
and in Nottingham, High Wycombe 
and Stonebridge Park, Brent. All 
these and probably many others we 
haven't heard of are part of the

Having 
finally admitted the problems the 
police are facing in rural areas 
as resentment to their prescence 
grows, the Old Bill have the taken 
the forward, thinking step of 
issuing a "league table" for the 
areas where police have come up 
against the fiercest resistance. 
Maybe you think the figures are 
unfair to your area, in your
county the class struggle is

every front and 
about it. Don't 

contact your local Class
War group or phone the CLASS WAR 
hotline and we'll make 
well publicised.
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But behind these words, there 
seems to be another, more sinister 
new policy - stepping up attacks 
on Black communities across the 
country. These are just a few that 
we've heard about:-

"Instead of gangs just fighting 
each other they now fight the 
common enemy, the thin blue line 
of law and order". NETWORK 7, June 
88

Continuing with our regular 
round up of riots we thought you 
might be interested in the 
following clashes between working 
class youth and the filth.

In mid april 2 cops, one a 
seargent, were attacked in Binley, 
Coventry after attempting an 
arrest. A police spokesman said 
"the crcwd were very hostile, and 
tried to prevent any arrests. We 
would have expected them to 
help...", well we always said they 
were thick!

OUCING

HACKNEY, London- raids on black 
nightclubs (Four Aces and Trends) 
using the highly trained thugs of 
the Territorial Support Group. 
Also there was a raid on a shabeen 
('illegal' club/party), using riot 
cops and trainers from the public 
order training centre in Hounslow. 
Anger at these raids has mostly 
been expressed in ambushes on the 
filth, despite the TSG roaming the 
area throughout May.
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Two police vehicles were 
overturned and three cops were 
injured at the Walsall v Bristol 
play off match at the end of the 
season.

Finally , at the Horley Carnival 
(Surrey) in late June local youths 
batled with the police for two 
consecutive days. Cop cars were 
damaged and the police station 
stoned by a mob, numbering 100.

Phew! And there's lots more! 
Thin blue line? Its so faint you 
can hardly see it, maybe we're 
winning!

NOTTING HILL GATE, London- In 
March the local top cop said that 
the All Saints frontline was "one 
of the safest roads in the Notting 
Hill area". Two months later they 
raided the Mangrove Cafe, centre 
of the frontline. Early reports 
said 68 had been nicked, but by 
the time they had worked out who 
was to be arrested and who was 
just to be beaten up, it had 
fallen to 21. Only 18 were 
eventually charged. Seems like 
just another of the cops attempts 
to stop the carnival.

HANDSWORTH, Birmingham- The 
Handsworth Action Centre on 
Loze11s Road has been under attack 
from both the boys in blue and the 
local Labour council. Despite its 
popularity in the community, the 
centre has been the victim of two 
major arson attacks recently. The 
police say they don't know where 
to look, although the odd glance 
has been cast in their direction. 
They don't seem to be wearing 
themselves out trying to find the 
arsonists anyway!

Police attacks have also been 
stepped up in Chapeltown, Leeds 
and in Nottingham, High Wycombe 
and Stonebridge Park, Brent. All 
these and probably many others we 
haven't heard of are part of the

daily attacks the cops make on 
Black communities everywhere. 
Sometimes they use an excuse like 
"drugs" or "yardies". Usually they 
don't bother, just battering 
people in a dark street.

Many white people suffer from 
police harassment, but (the miners 
excepted) haven't yet seen the 
scale that the cops can brutalize 
communities, they will in the 
future. In the meantime it's Black 
communities that are in the 
frontline of police attacks. How 
many times have we seen the cops 
pull over a flash car and - 
suprise,suprise - the driver just 
happens to be black (and if the 
car was driven by a white yuppie 
would they get pulled?). How many 
times have they ever found the 
atackers in cases of racial 
attacks? You could count them on 
the fingers of one hand.

MOSS SIDE, Manchester- A 21st 
birthday party found itself raided 
by dozens of the local God Squad 
in full riot gear. The road was 
closed and people knocked about. 
The cops later admitted it was an 
error. Then the Moss Side 
community centre was attacked by 
hundreds of cops looking for 
"drugs" and "offensive weapons", 
using any excuse.

BRIXTON, London- On April 30th, 
cops beat up and arrested 4 people 
from the "Tottenham 3" campaign 
(the 3 framed for offing 
Blakelock). As this was on a busy 
Saturday morning outside the tube 
station, the cops' cheek caused 
a bit of a scuffle and riot cops 
on horses' were used. A picket of 
the copshqp by over 100 people 
followed.

At Basingstoke. Hants, a 
police car was overturned and 
two officers were attacked

In early May there was a major 
disturbstance in Toxteth,
Liverpool.
