Prague crowds marred the official party 
celebrations by attacking the cops whc 
escorted it, those arrested showec 
complete contempt for the law by 
refusing to cooperate, gobbing on them 
and keeping their mouths firmly shut. In 
Gdansk, Poland, hundreds of Solidarity 
activists, opposed to Lech Walesca’s 
conservative catholic leadership foughl 
riot cops in a spate of running battles 
through the day.

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On the York Hill estate in West 
Norwood, London, youths have recently 
been engaging in the anti-social habit of 
having a go at fire crews. Unlike the 
cops, fire crews do a lot more good, 
than harm to our communities, maybe 
the youths should follow the example of 
many others areas of the country and 
suss out who the real enemy is.

Staffordshire for example, attacks on 
the filth rose by an excellent 70% last 
year and this year looks like being even 
better! In January 58 coppers from the 
county paid a visit to casualty, 14 more 
than the same month last year.

Meanwhile in Warrington, Cheshire, 
"public disorder" has gone up by 90% in 
last four years.

Cops in some areas are so worried by 
the widespread rise in attacks on 
themselves, that they're considering 
wearing riot gear for Friday and Saturday 
night patrols.

WAR have sifted through the lot, and 
have come up with some ‘choice cuts" 
for your pleasure, read on...

• Without a doubt the finest example 
of fighting back came from the residents 
of the HEATH TOWN, area of 
Wolverhampton.

In late May a group of over 500 
attacked the law when they raided a 
local Pub. Cop reinforcements were 
rushed to the scene, and youths 
retreated into the tower blocks, building 
barricades, and lobbing petrol bombs. It 
took Police 2 hours to bring the area 
under their control.

The T.V. and papers were full of 
stories about the youths being ordered 
to attack the law by "crack dealers" in 
order to protect their profits. On the 
flimsy evidence that a tiny amount of 
crack was seized during the raid. These 
stories are nothing more than media 
inspired lies, to anti-socialise the youths

We have recently seen the best rioting 
In an English jail since the screws strike 
of '87. The place "Grisly Risley", the 
date early May, read on...

For years ‘Griz Riz" has been the 
ass-end of all the English jails. Suicides 
were running at a rate of 17 in two years, 
the sanitation was non existant, the food 
un-eatable, the screws arrogant and 
surley. Lags were banged up 23 hours a 
day, even the home office inspectors 
described the place as "A right shithole" 
or words to that effect! And the icing on 
the cake was that Riz is a REMAND 
JAIL, the people in this hole were 
UNCONVICTED!!!

So it came as a surprise to no-one 
when things went-off one Sunday meal 
time... soon all of the infamous D-wing 
was under prisoners control. Lags went 
up on to roof, to pelt the law with 
whatever they could find, meanwhile 
down below two screws had locked 
themselves in a cell to escape the wrath 
of the prisoners. Soon the prisoners 
were BATTERING away at the door, 
using a another door as a ram, as well 
as SMASHING their way through the 
side walls to get at them that way. 
Unfortunately the screws on the outside 
smashed their way into the cell, using 
SLEDGEHAMMERS, and rescued them 
before the vengeful mob could get to 
them, what a shame!

In the FIVE days the Lags had control 
of D-wing they FOUGHT OFF attempts to 
re-take it. RIPPED over 100 metal cell 
doors from their hinges, WRETCHED the 
bogs and pluming from the walls, and 
PUNCHED massive holes in walls using 
RAMS. Included in the walls smashed 
down was a 40ft section of OUTSIDE 
WALL! The damage will cost at least 
two million quid to repair.

The prisoners ended their riot, with a 
mass victory salute and sang "You'll 
never walk alone".

Other riots in prisons recently 
include;

" HORFIELD jail in BRISTOL where an 
argument over the volume of Top Of The 
Tops, went right over the top! Lights 
and fittings were smashed as screws 
legged it around trying to get control.

" KIRKLEVINGTON young offenders 
institution in CLEVELAND, where 3C 
inmates barricaded themselves in twc 
dormitories, wrecked them, got on the 
roof, and PELTED screws with tiles, 
injuring three.

The prisoners at Riz, and prisoners 
everywhere, have done much more than 
smash up their blocks. They have sent a 
clear challenge to the enemy, put us in 
you’re jails, overcrowd us and treat us 
like animals, but don't expect us to take 
it lying down,

Attacks on cops are so widespread in the eyes of the rest of for our class,
that it would be impossible to list them 
all, (we'ed need a paper a mile wide just 
to fit them all in!). The media and filth 
cover up some as well, but we at CLASS

and should be treated with the contempt 
they deserve. It should be remembered 
that the same police force used the 
same stories of drug dealer inspired 
riots at the time of Handsworth going up 
a couple of years ago. In the early 80's, 
the media used to say riots were all race 
inspired, now that that lie has been seen 
through, they are using "drug dealer" 
stories in the same way.

" A Saturday night in Derby city 
centre was the setting for an urban riot 
of inspiring proportions.

Over 300 youths fought pitched 
battles with the luckless law after police 

. tried to break up a fight.
They were pelted with BOTTLES, 

BRICKS, GLASSES and CANS. One 
litter bin was dropped 50ft on to head of

a copper, that copper, and ten others 
spent the night in casualty.

" As reported in your last red-hot 
issue of CLASS WAR, things in Liverpool 
have been reaching civil war 
proportions! Latest in a long line of 
attacks on the law was the bushwacking 
of a copper, in his panda car, in 
Garston.

He was lured to the area by false 
reports of rioting, and soon became the 
victim of one! As SMASH, all the 
windows went through. CRUNCH, the 
car was battered with scaffolding poles. 
THUD, bricks were lobbed at the 
helpless occupant.

Attacks of this sort are becoming an 
epidemic on Merseyside, as youths 
battle back against the powers-that-be.

• Early April saw Harrow Rd cop shop 
under siege in West London. Seven 
cops were injured, after the station was 
attacked during a march protesting 
about the death of a youth at police 
hands.

" Two cops had their noses broken 
during two hours of disturbances in 
Bridlington, Humberside, on Mayday.

’ Early May found six injured coppers 
in Brighton. They had received their 
injuries at the hands of a mob armed 
with BRICKS and BROOMHANDLES.

* Two cops paid a visit to hospital 
after being battered by a group ol 
youths in Stroud, Glos.
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MAD DOG GADAFY was recently quoted 
as saying on ABU DHABI T.V. that he 
was celibate as a youth as ‘sex sapped 
his revolutionary vigour" Considering that 
he now has SEVEN kids, we let our 
readers draw their own conclusions 
about the state of the Islamic Revolution 
in Lybia.

The dock labour scheme, brought in 
after years of struggle by dockers for 
permanent work, has been under threat 
by both Labour and the Tory 
governments. Now they are really trying 
to get rid of it In CLASS WAR No.23 we 
quoted a docker who said They will have 
us queuing up for work like in the 30's if 
they can get away with it".

Wildcats in the docks in April, 
following the announcement by the tories, 
were the first signs of the growing 
discontent. Unfortunately, union leaders 
admitted to get must workers back, on 
the basis that there must be a ballot as 
this is the LAW! In fact they were more 
worried about their assets being seized 
than fighting a successful strike.

A month after the initial wildcats, the 
strike ballot has been won with a massive 
74% in favour, but the element of surprise 
has been lost management is prepared 
for a dispute and is even cocky enough 
to say it will be over in a couple of weeks.

The dockers will have to appeal 
directly to non dock labour scheme 
portworkers and other transportworkers if 
the strike is going to win.

few, were well planned in advance by the 
ruling class. They always thought they 
could beat us into submission using a 
mixture of force (the cops,courts etc) and 
lies (the media, union leaders etc) and 
they thought they had succeeded.

But there is one vital thing they have 
forgotten... we are not defeated because 
we haven't even started fighting yet. All 
the strikes of the 80's were skillfully 
isolated by the police tactics, anti-strike 
laws, and union manoeuvres. The latest 
wave of action, and the coming strikes of 
the 90’s are moving onto a new ground of 
struggle.

No longer are we going to be fooled 
by poxy TUC "days of action",or 
carefully, bureaucrat orchestrated strikes 
that either peter out, or end with a sell 
out.

The new wave of strikes will be under 
the control of the men and women who 
work on the shop floor, or in the hospital 

We should decide what happens 
because we know whats best to do, and 
because we bear the brunt of the pay­
cuts and redundancies and other attacks 
by the rich.

All the best strike tactics, the ones that 
scare and hurt the rich the most, have 
been denied us through laws (which we 
can break), union "rules" (which we can 
ignore) and the police (who we musl 
fight). We have got to reclaim these 
tactics, after all what's the point ol 
striking unless we are going to win.

So what we need is...

1. SOLIDARITY.
Our class is our best defence, 

resolutions to conferences, fancy 
speeches and politicians will never win 
our struggles. Flying pickets and direct 
appeals to our class will put us on the 
road to victory. The nurses strike showec



that we can cross trade barriers, now we 
have to smash these barriers completely 
We are all in the same boat together and 
only together will we be able to fight 
effectively.

2. ORGANISATION.
The organisation of our struggles has 

to be in our own hands, not the union 
leaderships. That means mass meetings, 
assemblies and committees under our 
control. As the miners strike showed 
these organisations must be open to our 
class as a whole, that means our 
families, communities and friends. This 
way we can fight effectively as a class 
outside work and coordinate our needs 
whether young, old, man, or woman.

3. SUSSED.
The future strikes and struggles we 

are going to fight will be against an 
increasingly ruthless ruling class who 
have a range of tactics they have learnt 
from history.

We have learnt also and must apply 
our experience as ruthlessly as they do. 
That means no more organised 

defeats (like Orgreave) or sticking with 
tradition. Our motto should be ’Strike 
first,strike fast,strike hard and keep 
moving on"

4. WILL.
We've had them on the run before 

and we can do it again. All we need is 
the confidence to carry it through and 
that is up to all of us. After all if we stop 
running, they can't chase us anymore III

More and more attacks are being 

made upon our class, and more and 
more people are finding it difficult to 
make ends meet. But as our wages and 
benefits are cut or remain pitifully low, 
the prices of things we need,like food , 
drink and other necessities keep rising. 
Thats why an ever increasing amount of 
the working class are realising that the 
shops and supermarkets are ripping us 
off. We are sick of not being able to 
afford the things we need, so we have 
simply decided that the time has come 
to just start taking it.

The rich Bosses who own the shops 
call it stealing, while a lot of working 
class people call it survival. We should 
not be conned into thinking that taking 
the things we need is in any way wrong. 
Those who tell us that it is are usually the 
ones with plenty. Shoplifting is not a 
crime, the poverty that they enforce on 
us is.

The amount of people who are taking 
the things they need from shops is 
rapidly escalating. More people are 
getting together and finding out just how 
easy it is. They are trying and testing 
new ways to combat security devices 
such as cameras, security tags and 
store detectives, and then passing on 
useful

a community pastime where everyone in 
the community either benefits or takes 
part. People are getting together and 
going out in groups, using others as 
decoys, lookouts and blocks. Everyone 
is learning tricks from each other. 
Community shoplifting like this, is and 
will become more common. People are 
and will be shoplifting and distributing 
food and other essentials to the less able 
or less well off in our communities. Such 
an example is the 'Bread Gang** in 
Londons Mile End, where youths have 
been nicking large quantities of bread 
from supermarkets and bakeries back 
yards, then going round the estates 
giving it out to the elderly.

As we get less money, and the greedy 
rich carry on increasing the prices, 
shoplifting eases our poverty. 
Shoplifting challenges our position as 
being helpless and powerless, and is 
often one of the first attempts many 
working class people make at 
challenging and taking control of their 
lives. We must not feel guilty, we must 
shoplift with pride and dignity.

THE Hillsborough disaster is 
the latest in a grim cata­
logue of soccer tragedies involv­

ing British fans.
May 29, 1985 Thirty-nine 

spectators — mainly Italians, 
French and Belgians — were 
killed by a collapsing wall dur­
ing a fight between supporters 
of Liverpool and the Italian
side, Juventus, during the
European Cup final at Bel­
gium’s Heysel stadium. English 
clubs were banned from 
Europe.

May 11,1985 A blazing stand 
at Bradford City killed 53 fans 
on the day the club celebrated 
promotion.

May 11, 1985 Twenty people; 
were hurt when a wall col­
lapsed at Birmingham City. 

April 1981 A couple died 
when a pillar collapsed at Mid­
dlesbrough. •

February 1978 Thirty people 
were hurt, including two police­
men, when a barrier at Orient 
broke.

May 1972 Eighty were in­
jured when a barrier collapsed 
at Wolverhampton Wanderers. 

January 1971 Until last Sat­
urday, Britain’s worst football 
disaster was at Ibrox where 66 
people were killed and more 
than 170 injured as crush barri­
ers collapsed at the Glasgow- 
Rangers’ ground.

March 1946 Thirty-three 
died and 500 were hurt at Bol­
ton when a wall and barriers 
collapsed.

"We ‘must wait for the outcome of the 
inquiry" said Justice Popperwell and the 
smug politicans on T.V. the day after 95 
fans had been murdered at 
Hillsborough.

WHY? to ease their guilt at the deaths 
caused by the shit system they support. 
If one copper had been killed instead, 
there would have no need to await the 
outcome of the inquiry, they’d have 
bayed for blood, the return of hanging, 
and branded us all “murdering
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hooligans".
As one survivor said; ‘We’ve been 

treated like animals for years. We only 
mean money to those football league 
bastards. They caged us in like animals, 
and some of us died like animals."

Back in '85, after the Bradford fire 
disaster CIASS WAR said that as long as 
football continued to be run by the rich, 
for profit, disasters would continue 
regardless of the next kneejerk 
response, government, police or the 
directors came up with, in the interests 
of safety.

In the past they wanted fences, and 
we've all seen what they can do, now its 
ID cards, dry moats, or all seater 
staduims. Come the next disaster they

‘own safety".
Yet it was these very same fans, 

who at the beginning of the crush, 
pleaded for the law to open the gates, 
the same fans who helped injured mates 
over the fences, only to have the filth 
push them back over to their deaths. The 
same fans who ripped down the 
advertising hordings, to carry off the 
dying and injured, while the cops looked 
on. The same fans who gave first aid on 
the pitch, while the lawwere nicking 
people for ‘threatening behaviour", 
whilst the toffs in the boxes supped on 
their gin and tonics....

Lets not forget it was us, the working 
class, who payed tribute to the dead, BY 
THE MILLION. At the kop, at Hillsbourgh,

‘wildcat" strikes we must organise 
ourselves, and work together, we must 
REFUSE to tolerate anymore fences.pits, 
moats or any other 'hare-brained" 
schemes they dream up in an attempt tc 
"control" us.

We m’ust RELY ON OURSELVES tc 
decide whats best,not on the directors in 
the boxes, only interested in money. Or 
the cops only interested in scapegoats 
and control. Or the politicans only 
interested in smashing the power thal 
working class people have when we 
come together, be it at football, on the 
streets or at work.
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
