Yet her mother is the 
richest woman in the world, if she skipped just 
half of her wealth it would keep tens of 
thousands alive for the rest of their lives.

Charity might provide emergency aid. and 
thats fair enough, but this is no long term 
solution. While we give with one hand, our 
banks and governments take it with the other.

• YOU ARE well within your legal rights 

not to let them in.
• BAILIFFS ARE private debt collectors

Doni open the door to talk to them, talk 
through the letter box.
• THEY CAN enter "peaceably" which

Q BAILIFFS CANNOT break into your

home or force entry in any way, no matter 
what they tell you.
• THERE IS no such thing as a "bailiffs 

warrant" or court order giving them the 
power to enter your home.
• YOU CANNOT be arrested or fined for 

not letting them in.
• YOU ARE well within your legal rights 

not to let them in.
• BAILIFFS ARE private debt collectors 

hired to collect by the council. They have no 
police or court powers.
• THEY CAN only enter if you let them in. 

Doni open the door to talk to them, talk 
through the letter box.
• THEY CAN enter "peaceably" which 

means through unlocked doors and 
windows - so keep them locked!
• IGNORE THEM if they say they've "laid 

claim" to goods by valuing them through the 
window, or other such lies - they can only 
do this by being let in.
• REMEMBER! There are only 1,000 

bailiffs for all the councils in England and 
Wales, and close on 14,000,000 non­
payers.

MACHETE ATTACKS, stabbings, 
shoot-lngs and seemingly no end to Inc­
reasing violence has thrown Moss Side, 
Manchester, Into the national news.

Kids as young as 12 being shot and 
mutilated bodies being left on walkways 
hardly makes you want to go there for your 
holidays.

So what’s going on? A Moss Side re­
sident, and Class War activist, explains:

Living on Alexandra Park Estate is 
depressing - it's a big, early '70s council 
estate, with houses burnt out, boarded up 
and trashed. There are few facilities and 
high unemployment - a typical black inner 
city ghetto policed by racist thugs.

There are many like it, where the 
working class have been dumped: Toxteth, 
Thamesmead, for example so why’s Moss 
Side so violent?

Located near the city centre and good 
road links to the North West, it’s a natural 
centre for the drugs trade which generates 
a lot of wealth for those involved.

If you live there, the choice is to look 
around the job centre for hard, full-time 
work offering only £120 per week and no 
prospects, or to become one of the 
designer-clothed young men, driving a 
BMW.

Getting involved in drugs can make 
dreams come true! Not much of a choice for 
youths really.

DRUG TRADE
But the trade isn't all about fast cars -

The Labour council occasionally dishes 
out a bit of money for one-off projects like the 
recent Bob Marley Memorial festival.

The rest of the Left turn up asking for 
signatures on anti-racist petitions, or try to 
make us guilty so we'll fight deportations. 
They haven't just failed to get support, 
they've created resistance to all Left and 
Revolutionary ideas.

Then there's the community ‘leaders', all, 
without exception, have come and gone 
quickly when the going got a little tough.

UR NT OUT CAR IN MOSS SIDE
'hit squad’ policing. But now we face an 
internal enemy, the drugs trade - it’s an 
alternative capitalism, and Just as 
corrupt, oppressive and offensive.

SOLUTIONS EXIST! 
Simply shouting abuse at or grassing 

up kids involved in drugs/gangs won't 
solve the problems. Neither will the whin- 
ging liberals who want to lobby the council 
for more business and housing schemes.

If kids want excitement and to prove 
their hardness, they should rob off their 
real enemies, the rich, and take on their 
other enemies, the police.

Moss Side has a good tradition of 
community solidarity, that’s been 
temporarily submerged by recent conflicts, 
but Is still there ready to assert itself.
