Violence has got to be
turned back on the
Fascists. Turkish youths

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arms insome communities

to defend their lives and
their homes.

TIME FOR BATTLE

Anarchists in Germany
have taken up the
challenge to battle the
Fascists onthe streets, and
support the refugees
struggle -against the
injustice and violence.

But violence isonly a
part of the fightback
needed to stem the rise
of fascism.

The support that
Fascists receive from the
mainly alienated working
class youth must be
undermined, without this
support they are nothing.

® EARLY THIS year, a
new anti-abortion
group, ‘Youth Defence’
emerged in Ireland.
This was a nasty
reaction to the wide-
spread public support

for the right of a 14-
year old woman who
had been raped to
travelto Britainto have
an abortion:

OVER 10,000 took to the
streets of Dublin, demanding
her right to go and the courts
backed down. This anger led
to calls for a referendum to
deal with all issues involved .

If this was lost to the the
‘pro-lifers”, women in Ireland
would be denied all info on
abortion; could be prevented
from travelling abroad for an
abortion.

A new legal clause would
meanthat abortionwould only
be allowed if there was
immediate risk to a woman's
life, BUT with sod all
consideration for her health,
physicalor mental, or how the
hell she became pregnant -
it's vital for Irish women that
the bigots don't get their way.

THUGS

Youth Defence’s (YD) first
actions were in Dublin: they
launched attacks onmembers
of the Dublin Abortion
Information Campaign
(DAIC).

An info' stand in the city
centrewas set upon by agang
of men, leaping out of their
van. Ten thugs attacked
speakers at a public meeting
at Tallaght Community
School, and waved anti-
abortion posters about before
trashing the school library.

People leaving meetings
In the city centre were
attacked - these attacks by
the YD have continued.

NASTY

YD's ‘leader’ is 21-year
old, Niamh Mac Mathuna, with
her family as henchmen. Her
parents are veteran ‘moral
campaigners, opposed to
abortion and divorce. It's no
suprise that they have links
with right-wing nationalist
groups.

The hardcore YD mem-
bership numbers about 30,
aged between 15 and early
'20s, mostly based in Dublin:
YD was supposed to be

S —— =

nationwide but groups outside
Dublin folded within weeks or
were total non-runners.

IGNORANT

There's also quite a lot of
supporters on the outskirts of
YD - the one thing they have
iIn common is an attitude to
sex and morality that should
have been left back in the
1800's. To call ‘em ignorant
would be too great a
compliment:

Their only real policy is
anti-abortion, but thev're also
anti-contraception (it
generates “an anti-child
mentality” ), anti-gay (“all
queers should be pushed off
acliff’), anti-feminist, anti-sex
(except within marriage and
for procreation, not pleaisure).
In short, they're dancerous,
right-wing, reactionary sexist
nutters.

Apart from unofficial
thuggery they are based on
equally mad American
groups: pickets of pro-choice
supporters’ homes, displaying
and distributing gory pictures
they claim to be of aborted
foetuses (many have been
proven to be fakes), and
terrorising pregnant women
outside abortion clinics.

DEATH SQUADS

YD has an unhappy
relationship with other ‘pro-
life’ groups: they think lrish
SPUC (Society for the
protection ofthe unborn child)
Is too wet, and sat back on its
laurels after the last
referendum in '83 when the
bigots won. But they've
accepted training from British
SPUC officials.

A lot of their poisonous
propaganda is from the US,
and they have links with Opus
Dei (a sort of Catholic
Freemasons) and Clann na
Bfinini: a group linked to the
right-wing World anti-
Communist League.

The WACL counts among
its members neo-nazis,
extreme right-wing terrorists,
and S.American death squad
leaders - the nutters and
nazis are all in very good

~ company it seems.
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YD propaganda/stickers
has a nasty habit of turning up
In the close vicinity of ‘'White
Irish Resistance’ stickers.
WIR is a small, insane neo-
nazi group that's just
appeared in Dublinand claims
“the Holocaust is a Jewish lie”
and “White abortion is
murder’. Althoughthey deny
it, it's a well-known fact that
they and YD operatetogether
- after all, shit sticks to itself.

ANTISOCIALS

YD operate out of “The
Pipers Bar” in Dublin’s south
inner city. The pub is a well-
known hangout for the worst
anti-socials in the area:
protection rackets and drug
dealers are believed to use
the pub as a base.

No suprise then that it's
owner, Willie Ryan, who
gives YD an office rent-free,
has a long dirty history, with
strong links, like the Mac
Mathuna family, to right-wing
nationalists.

Local republicans have
disassociated themselves
from him and moves have
been made to have his pub
shut: recently, a picket of the
YD officeswas met by agroup
of men from the pub, who

attacked it with bars and
snooker cues. This group of
macho loonies was led by
John Kenny, a known
alcoholic psychowith a history
of violent attacks going back
30 years. The good news is
that he has a heart condition
so don't say "boo!" at him or it
could prove fatal!

As well as arseholes like
Willie and John, YD has a lot
of thugs, knownfor anti-social
crimes, who ‘police’ their
events. One of ‘'emisJohnny
Wilson; looking like an ugly
version of Billy Connolly, he
was kicked off a Tallaght
housing estate for such
niceties as dealing heroin -
obviously helpingto killyoung
people is O.K. with the pro-
lifers.

SCUM

YD must be a bit hard up
for ‘muscle’ if it has to rely on
complete scum like him,; and
in early Novemoer, in the run-
upto the lastreferendum, they
were in North Dublin’s
Coolock estate, offering
money to folk to bribe them
into “dealing with” pro-choice
activists.

A homeless man with a nervous disorder is
.being fined £17.80 a week by the Govern-

ment - for being homeless.

The unnamed man from the Brighton area had received a
£17.80 disability premium for five months because of his
medical condition. The money was then withdrawn because
he was ‘without accommodation’. This left him with only his
£42.80 a week Income Support.

Overcrowded temporary Bed and Breakfast was out of the
question because of his condition, so sleeping rough was the

The man appealed against the Social Security decision.
Official indifference, callousness, and a deliberately long and
drawn out appeals process meant it took a disgusting four
years before a final decision was actually made.

A Social Security appeals commissioner, Michael John-
son (a name worth remembering), decided he was not
entitled to the disability premium of £17.80 a week. He made
this decision despite basically saying the law was wrong.

When questioned about the case, Alistair Burt (another
name wellworthremembering), the Tory junior Social Security
minister said ‘people who sleep in the open generally incur

union was pelted with eggs,
bolts and rotten veg.

No one in the crowd tried
to stop it, and the chant of
“General Strike!”was loud and
clear. From then on, the
hypocriticai union bosses
have had to be protected with
plastic shields, that's when
they’'ve had a chance to
speak!

In Turin 80,000 were on
the streets. The FIAT workers,
beaten badly in their strike in
the early '80s came out and
work at Fiat-Mirafiori stopped,
with even the foremen trying
to strike.

The unions even tried to

TECTED FROM WORKERS ANGER WITH PLASTIC SHIELDS
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begin rallies before the
workers could enter the main
square - this fell flat on its
flabby face when those
present launched more bolts
and vegetables at them.
Union leaders have had to
flee demos as a matter of
course.

Solidarity amongst youth,
militant students and workers
is uplifting to say the least and
the struggle hasn’t been
dented by police attacks on
people from squatted social
centres and rap bands taking
over empty stages, left by
union bosses bottling out.

By October, three MILL-
ION people took part in the
national public sector strike,
with 200,000 people going to
Rome in the central Lazio
region to demonstrate; need-
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lesstosay Gazzadidn't make
an appearance!

The union stewards, a
declining breed of traitors who
seem to be paid for their
services, fed information to
the 10,000 riot cops.

GRASSROOTS

The cops tried to isolate
and attack workers. Militants
and students rallied behind
anti-union and anti-govern-
ment banners. To protect
themselves, union bosses
had to speak 200 yards away
from workers, with cop
protection - no need to point

outwherethe lines are drawn.

On the same day a very
successful rally of 40,000
people also took place in
Rome - organised by the
COBAS - these began over

market farces

IN THE LAST few years
there have been many,
many stories in the
media aboutthe collapse
of the old state regimes

in Eastern Europe.

They fell down like a pack
of cards’ blown over by
popular hatred and economic
crisis. The papers and politi-
cians here were full of
themselves, it was the death
of communism and triumph
of capitalism.

HEROIC

Let's ignore the fact that
the Eastern European
regimes had nothing to do
with communism and had
never presented a real
alternative to this society. In
fact their existence helped to
cover up genuine alternatives,
real oppositions.

However more recently
the papers are no longerfull
of stories about the heroic
struggles for freedom by the
oppressed people of Poland,

Russia, Hungary, Estonia,
wherever.

Maybe when some politi-
cian pops over,begging bowl|
in hand, there will be a brief
report, but that will bethat. No
analysis, little statement of
what is actually going on now,
or what the so-called ‘fruits of
freedom’ really are.

One place where these
fruits are lacking is Estonia.
This small Baltic country threw
off the chains of oppression
just over a year ago.

The streets were filled with
joyous crowds celebratingthe
arrival of freedom. But a year
is a long time in politics and
things are now very different.

There isrocketinginflation
and unemployment with many
people forced to live in abject
poverty. There are soup
kitchens on the streets and a
widespread mood of cynicism
and disillusionment. Sounds
a lot like here!

This is shown by what
Estonians themselves say,

e Y

"As far as I’'m concerned, life
has not got any better and
many things are worse" said
one recently. Another sum-
med up the widespread
discontent:

"I feel almost ill seeing all
those things but not being able
to buy them. We have been
turned into beggars inourown
country. It is deeply humili-
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ating and it is almost enough

to make you think that maybe
socialism was not so bad."

ELITE

Of course 'socialism'
never existed in Estonia. What
did exist was a society that
went under the name of “soc-
ialism” but had much more in
common with capitalism than
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any form of socialism.

It was a tightly controlled
society, governed by a
bureaucratic elite who ruth-
lessly crushed all forms of
dissent. Despite all the pro-
blems of today, few people
wanttoreturntosuchasociety
- NO surprise!

Tragically the Estonians
like the other Eastern Euro-
peans, have just jumped out
of the frying pan into the fire.

Theythoughtthatthey had
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twenty years ago as self-
organised, grassroots work-
ers committess, rejecting the
moderate policies of the
unions.

They are run from below,
and are spreading from their
base in the public sector into
the private sector.

As things hot up even
further, it looks like the
solidarity and anger shared
by workers, their families,
students and anti-govern-
ment/anti-union militants
won't slow down:

“Imagine if there wasn't a

trade unionin Ital V.. who would
be able to channel and

moderate the workers’
anger?”
Simple: only the

workers themselves.

achieved freedom but soon
realised it was a freedom to
be hungry, to be homeless
and to be thrown onto the
scrapheap of society.

That's the reality now
across eastern Europe. The
brutal power of the state has
now been replaced by the
brutal power of the market-
backed up by the state
whenever necessary.

But there are more ways
of living than just under the
state or under the market. Of
course the media and the
politicians never tell us about
that because then they'd be
out ofajob! Theytrytopretend
thatthere are no other choices
but capitalism or so-called
‘communism’.

Ifthey areright, thenwe're
up shit creek without a paddle.
But they're not, they're just
scared of us realising that
there’'s more, that there's a
potential for aworld based on
individual and collective free-
dom in which both the market
and the state are abolished.

The reality of this world is
that we don't have to sit back
and take this crap. That we
can create something better,
and that it's up to us all to get
out there and organise to do
it. Bollocks to the bosses
and the rich!

BURNING AMBITONS

TheFireof Windsor may
have blackened the eye of
the British aristocracy, but
as the argument over who
should pay for the damage
smoulders on,another seat
of the aristocracy bites the
dust.

While the British public
were being told to foot the bill
for the Windsors' holiday
home, the Hofburg, home of
the Austrian bourgeoisie,
went upinsmoke, only shortly

after its use for a conference
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it’s been a while since Liverpool 8 (Toxteth) hit the
headlines and fought back in the riots of 1981, but
at the moment the residents of an area of Liverpool
just across the Mersey from Toxteth are getting hot
under the collar.

Overthe last couple of decades we've seen inner City

areas and their residents getting either ignored totally,
or shafted by politicians, business and developers alike.
In most of these areas there have been times when the
residents have said "enough is enough"” and gone out
and fought for some respect.

Yet while Toxteth has been ‘rewarded” with an
Urban Renewal Award, converting it into an area of
listed buildings and green spaces (atleast now safe from
the developers greedy hands), other areas of Liverpool
are not as safe.

THE SUNLIGHT SIDE OF THE STREET

Port Sunlight, on the other side of the Mersey, Is
presently under threat of destruction from Unilever, the
landowners of the area.

While most of the actual buildings in Port Sunlight
are protected as Grade Il listed buildings, the precious
only green space in the area is not. Unilever have
unveiled their sordid plans to sell off atleast 10% of this
space to developers.

Unilever “built” the estate to house its workers at the
turn of the century and still owns many of the houses.
While residents are not allowed to paint their front doors
a different colour, Unilever is prepared to destroy the
character of the estate in one foul move.
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One rule for us and another for them.

While Port Sunlight may not be the “best” place to
live, it is realistically the only place where many working
class people, many of whom are employed at the
Unilever works, can afford to live.

While some residents are worried that once
development starts on the green space other building
will follow, many don’t want to lose any of their open
area, especially not to money-grabbing boardroom
developers who certainly wont have improving the
“quality of life” of the residents at heart.

Allwe can say is “Unilever, be prepared”. If it goes
ahead, we're sure the residents of Port Sunlight will
have a few ways of making their feelings known...

Richard Allen (Skinhead Times Publishing)

Iif you lived through
the 1970s, the name
Richard Allen should
ring a few bells with you.
He was the author of a
whole series of trash
novels of skinhead
aggro, teenage sex and
general anti-social
mayhem. Now his 3 most
famous works (‘Skin-
head’, ‘Suedehead’ and
‘Skinhead Escapes’)
have just been reissued
in one volume.

The central character is
Joe Hawkinsthethuggish son
of an East End docker. These

Of course Allen
claims he was just repre-
senting the views of the time
but eventoday heis still using
his column in ‘Skinhead
Times' to spread racist
rubbish about preserving
British culture’.

But when | was young,
none of that mattered. We
thought Joe Hawkins was
exiting and radical. He says
'shit’and even ‘fuck’, he hates
the middle-class, heevenkills
a cop at the end of ‘Skinhead
Escapes’. On the back of this
new volume, the publishers

have printed 'NOT FOR SALE

same old fascist rubbish.

What's frightening about
this book is that there is a
definite Richard Allen revival.
For a long time the original
paperbacks were just
collectors’ items like a lot of
1970s trash. Now ‘Skinhead
Times' have got plans to re-
issue all of Allen’s 18 novels.
There's a danger that young
working class lads will pick up
on just as we did when we
came across them first time
round.

The dead-end politics of
this sort of fascism are a
danger we have to confront
head-on.

And if after all that you're
still into pulp writing about

sex'n'violence, skip Richard

Allen and check out Stewart
Home's ‘Pure Mania’
(Polygon) and ‘Defiant Pose'’
(Peter Owen).

“AUF WHAT’?

Crap name, totally
uninviting cover &
extreme lack of graphics
BUTthis magazineis well
worth reading. Mind you,
you'll probably need a dead
quiet room & cotton wool in
your ears because it's heavy
going & you'll need all the
concentration powersyoucan
muster.

Theoretical criticism is
where it's at for ‘Aufheben’.

So onto content; The first
article looks at the L.A.riots
‘This wasn't arace riot. [t was
a class riot.” There's lots of
information, which references
& quotes- a good analysis,
not just looking at obvious
race & class issues, but
architecture & gang activities.

The Europe article is
impressive too ‘Indeed as we
shall see, however indirectly,
the potential class con-
frontation ofthe Poll Taxissue
& the question of Europe are
inked as part of the same
problem of class rule.

There's an article on the
GulfWar. It's basically looking
at what went wrong with 'No
War But The Class War
angle.. ‘NWBCW' ended up
defending the class position
against the Trots at the
expense of a practical
chalienge to the peaceful
protests asimposed by Benn/
CND.

Throughout, thereis awell
healthy criticism ofthe RCP &
SWP, mainly along the lines
of they did 'not attempt to
learn from the actions of the
class. Ratherjust.. anexcuse
to trot out the previously
developed line.’

If | was to sum up
AUFHEBEN, then ‘interesting
because all the articles are
well looked into, & interesting
because there are |ots of odd
bits of information thrown in.

interesting but not
ecstatically mind blowing.

This generates elect-
ricity at a cost of
between 7.6p and 9.33p per
kilowatt hour, compared with
a cost of 3p per kilowatt hour
for coal. On average nuclear
power is FOUR TIMES as
costly than coal!

RIP OFF

Power Generators have
agreed to take 15% gas
generated electricity, regard-
less of the fact that it is dearer
than coal power. Gas which
Is relatively scarce and should
be kept solely for domestic
use, is destined to get dearer
as the quantity goes down.

Coal prices on the other
hand have fallen in real terms
overthe last seven years. This
means the profits made by
the generators were taken off
the backs of the miners and
the mining industry, but were
never passed onto the
customers.

What of the growing
threat of so called cheap
imports? So called because
with the exception of South
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injured, marriages

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To each ofthese, overthe
last seven years, we have
responded with wildcat
strikes, coalfield stop-
pages, unofficial pickets,
overtime bans and all forms
of guerilla actions. The war
has been continuous and
exhausting.

ONWARDS

Against the same back-
drop how do we mobilise
against privatisation? Our
perspective is to enthus-
iastically support the unions
efforts to obstruct the
privatisation plan.

That effort is woefully
inadequate up to time of
printing; we should have the
dynamism of the French lorry
drivers, we should be braying
onthe doors of Brussels. We
should be calling on the
International Miners Organ-
isation to block every road
through Europe.

We should be stopping the
business of the House of
Commons and the European
Parliament in protest of what
is happening.

We demandtheyexplain
the logic, the justice, of their
plans for the industry.

British taxes are the
second biggest contributor to
ECC funds. That fund goes
to a joint energy source to
subsidise European coal,; all
of the countries of the EEC
take from this fund, with the
exception of the British
government.

So the
story will resolve back to a
massive expansionof nuclear
energy.

The long term plan finally
enfolds, British energy at
present is 70-75% produced
by coal will be replaced by
nuclear energy.
