200,000 of the pink AEA stickers
were distributed in what was the most
visible anarchist campaign in this
country for years. ,

The stickers were reported as far
north as Aberdeen and as far south
as Calais (the Calais ones were pretty
crooked, suggesting they may have
gone up during a beer buying
expedition!) whilst public meetings
were held in London and Oxford.
Combine this with regional and

local campaigns, the thousands of

pictures of Major, Blair and Ashdown
with the slogan ‘“Wankers’
emblazoned across them, and 1t was
no wonder that come the April 12th
Dockers/Reclaim the Streets demo,
thousands marched past the lefty
paper sellers, happily i1gnoring the
left’s absurd message of “Don’t trust
Blair - but vote for him!” and queued
up five deep to get our pink stickers.
As per usual the mainstream media
ignored the fact that large numbers
of working class people were not
merely abstaining but actually
refusing to vote. The electoral
turnout fell in most British cities and
positively plummeted in some
inner-city areas.

All in all, there were thirty five
constituencies where less than 60%
of the electoral register could be
bothered to vote.

Unfortunately death is one of the few
ways working class people can
escape exploitation, but Class War i1s
exhilarated to tell you of the deaths
of 2 enemies of the class struggle. The
first 1s a happy tale of one of the most
painful ways of dying. Sir James
Goldsmith, the bloated multi
millionaire, died recently of
pancreatic cancer. Well all that
money was not enough to save him,
was 1t? A Class War contact who has
worked for the Goldsmiths for many
years has revealed that there has been
a great deal of bickering since his
death over the will. Apparently
Jemima Khan, who married playboy
cricketer Imran not long ago i1s now
only speaking to her mother via a
solicitor after the two had an
arguement at the "Thank fuck he's
dead" party. According to our
contacts Mummy Goldsmith and
Jemmy Goldsmith were both coked
out of their heads and were fighting
over the last line, when Mummy
Goldsmith pulled rank and said 1f she
did not get the last line Jemmy could
kiss goodbye to her inheritance. The

correspondence now continues - via
their solictors.

The second piece of good news was
the death of Gordon McMaster, the
MP for Paisley South. It seems this
class traitor was suffering from
depression brought on by ME, the so
called yuppie flu. Given that most
MPs are 1dle bastards we are amazed
that anyone noticed there was
anything wrong with McMaster. It
also appears that some homophobes
in the Scottish Labour party were
spreading rumours that McMaster
had AIDS. Some gay activists have
spoken out on his death, seeing it as
a tragedy as McMaster was a keen
supporter of an equal age of consent,
but Class War does not share their
sorrow. Homosexuals are quite
capable of deciding these consent
1ssues for themselves. McMaster, as
a member of the establishment, was
quite happy to see people oppressed.
There 1s no point calling for sexual

liberation if you do not believe in

liberation in other spheres as well.
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We are sick of hearing about the
impoverished aristocracy, hard up
farmers in the shires and counties.
Now the hooray henrys and lay abouts
of the idle rich are whining that they
are some sort of oppressed minority
suffering under the tyranny of the
ignorant o1 polloi (if only!). They are
a minority all right - one that lives
off the backs of the working class and
us "townies". And how are we
oppressing these poor put upon loves?
By wanting to ban fox hunting!

First things first - the only reason they
live 1n the countryside and we live in
- the towns 1s because we cannot
afford to live 1n the countryside - our
ancestors were even thrown off the
land (by enclosure acts, etc.) or
moved to the cities to find work.
The rural aristocracy - embodied
politically 1in the Countryside
Alliance and sections of all three
main political parties - claim they
conserve the countryside. What they
often mean 1s they like to keep us out,
closing rights of way, etc. Farmers are
quite happy to receive handouts from
the taxpayer and the EEC but listen
to them moan if the taxpayer dares to
leave the town or the city and request
open access to the countryside. They
are quite happy to confine 95% of the

population to 10% of the land whilst
they shout and plunder around the

country,

Even with the government (both
Labour and Tory) maintaining a
media blackout, most people are
now familiar with the actions and
courage of the Liverpool dockers.
Not only 1s this a story of world-
wide solidarity, but its also a very
true account of working class
power. Why? Well because
although they are still sacked they
haven't given in, and there i1s no
way they'll accept second best.
There 1s a lesson here for us all to
learn - 1f you are willing to put your
head on the block you'll be amazed
how many people will come out
“and support you - and that means
results. The government 1s out to
screw the workers - The first thing
you should know 1s that the
government owns a substantial
chunk of shares in the Merseyside
Docks and Harbour Co., which i1s
the company that has hired
and fired its workforce at will. It
all started in September 95 when
5 young dockers were sacked
after they had complained about
their work contracts being broken
by management. The rest of the
workers who were on the
nightshift held an immediate
meeting in the canteen and voted

Fox hunts themselves have nothing
to do with pest control and very little
to do with sport, it is about the rich
and their lackeys showing their
domination of the land. Huntsmen,
with their pompous pagentary are
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remarkably similar to the Orange
marchers through Catholic estates,
and their intentions are the same. We
must ensure that the next time the
Countryside Alliance march into our
towns and cities they receive the same
sort of welcome as Orangemen do on
Catholic estates!

Cheekily the Countryside Alliance
claim they have the support of
people other than the idle rich. If this

is so how come they called their
demonstration in July on a working
day? They even claim to be
defending the jobs and the traditional
country ways of life - coming from
the likes of Michael Heseltine, who
cared so little for the jobs and
traditional ways of life of Britain's
miners this i1s blatant hypocrasy. If
foxhunting were banned, jobs would
simply be created in other leisure
industries - not that we should be too
concerned if a few forelock tugging
village idiots get laid off anyway.

The Countryside Alliance represents
an umbrella under which many of
Britain's reactionaries can shelter.
They celebrate everything to do with
ruling class priviledge and reaction -

just as de Gaulle bussed the rural right

wing into Paris after the events of
May 68, so the Countryside Alliance
bussed in supporters - free of charge,
from every backwater possible. These
people are our class enemies.

Despite the overwhelming opposition
of the general public to hunting, it is
still possible that the anti-hunt
movement could yet snatch defeat
from the jaws of victory. For sections
in this movement their long term
strategy has been to placate middle
class opinion, the intention being that

that strike action was appropriate.
The management's response was
their dismissal. The next morning
when eighty dockers arrived to
work, they were confronted by the
twenty five strong picket which
they refused to cross. The
management's response was once
again to bear gifts of P45s. By the
time the evening shift turned out
for work the pickets had firmly
encamped themselves outside the
dock gates. Within 24 hours five
hundred workers had been sacked
for not crossing the picket line.
The situation continued in gridlock
and the dockers were making no
COmMpromises.

Before too long MDHC ran into
financial problems - we'd call a £28
million debt being up shit creek!
Sanctions against  ships
going to and from Merseyside
docks were proving to be a hefty
burden but the government were
of course more than willing to help
the bosses. Not only did the
government continue to pour
taxpayers money 1nto the
company's coffers to help it stay
afloat, they injected funds to
increase the policing of picket
lines. The police also started

picking dockers off one by one,
many have been set up and
arrested, mostly for public order
offences.It seems the bosses and
the government will try anything
to beat the morale and solidarity
of the dockers. One outrageous
attempt to do so was when the
government engaged the services
of an employment agency which
consists of ex-coppers, baliffs and
other brain-dead morons who
specialise in crossing picket lines.
They hired these beef cakes
because very few locals were
willing to scab and cross the picket
lines, as the local community were
backing the strikers and the scabs
were finding themselves with cuts,
bruises and graffitied property - too
right! The dockers realised they
had been set up to strike when the
employers offered contracts to 200
of them, the company did not want
the total amount of the workforce
they had, so, to avoid having to pay
redundancy money, the early
victimisation of young men on the
night shift had probably been
engineered to set them off on
strike. All 200 contracts were
defiantly torn up and thrown in the

bin.

this broad church would not only
have the moral high ground but that
eventually a Labour government
would be elected (this part of the
strategy took 18 years!) and they
would ban hunting.

Even though Mike Foster MP came
top of the poll for Private Members

bills, the struggle has barely started.
The British establishment i1s not
going to give up one of its hobbies
without a fight - old favours will be
called in, funny hand shakes shaken,
back handers given - and that's
before any bill reaches the House of

Lords!

Sadly, at the first whiff of grapeshot
sections of the Labour party and the
media ran away. We cannot rely on
their support on this or any other
1ssue. The reactionaries of the
Countryside Alliance have taken the
political initiative. We have to take it
back. Now that 1s one bloodsport we
can all support.

The Movement Against The
Monarchys march to Prince Charles'
house on October 25th is one step in
the right direction. We urge all our

readers to support it.

In June 1997, two of the stewards
attended an international rally in
Canada with representatives from
over fifty countries, where 1t was
unanimously decided to continue
the sanctions against ships
carrying cargo to and from
Liverpool (some ships have been
left standing for months without
being unloaded, others have had
to go to other ports. The
conference ended with the words
"If we can smash the bosses in

Liverpool - the rest of them will
fall!"

This 1s a very short summary of an
amazing story, but we can all learn
and act as a result of solidarity, a
docker we interviewed said

"The government must change the
laws, the unions must stop hiding
behind these laws but until that day
it is down to the rank and file, give
the working class the respect it's
due”
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Dear Class War,

Please find enclosed a report made by myself, which I would like you to
print.

On Monday 12th May, 1997 at 2.55 p.m., armed police raided a house in
Eastleigh Road, Eastfield, Peterborough. Armed with guns and gas on a
drugs raid... after smashing through the front window with sledge hammers,
and filling the house with smoke.

The terrified residents and two guests were forcibly restrained ... Awaiting
the arrival of the Peterborough Drug Squad... After an extensive search of
the premises, the police produced approximately 1.5 gram’s of cannabis resin
from his pocket, saying that he found it at the side of the kitchen bin... An
attack on the residents by the Armed Task Force on such a vast scale, cost the
tax payers hundreds of pounds in manpower and caused thousands of pounds
of damage.

One of the residents was knocked down by a baton and kicked in the back by
a Task Force Officer and had to receive hospital treatment for severe pain of
the lower back.

One guest in the house was also kicked in the head as they were going to the
floor as told to do so.
The second guest was threatened with CS gas to the face whilst being pulled

down to the floor by armed officers.
The female resident of the house was also attacked and pushed to the floor.

When the Drug Squad arrived they were shocked by the situation they walked
into and denied any knowledge or responsibility for this Armed Task Force
that had first entered... Moments later 7 children arrived home from school,
to find armed polices in their home. Their home smashed up... This kind of
bechaviour by the Police 1s inexcusable... The 7 children who lived at this
address could not re-enter there home until 11pm, because of the extensive
damage to their home... No arrests were made.
