lee nt or not, everything you do as an individual is political. You cannot escape the fact that
what y()u do in your day-to-day life directly, or indirectly, has some effect on someone else. You
cannot escape thls fact because we are all occupants of this land, and we are therefore responsnble

for one another and must ultimately answer to one another for our mdnvndual actions. That is a

-polmcal fact. We share the burden because we share the soil.

Every political act, be itin the traditional sense (as with a form of government) or in amore
personal :s'ense (asin the boycott of a corporation), has its ramifications elsewhere, sometimes even
on a global scale. By the same token, every individual has at their disposal, but often unrealized,
the potential to instigate or create political change, be it locally or globally. The recognition of this
potential is the f:rst step to real alternatives and real change.

Everyone thinks of politics in terms of affecting the people on Capitol Hill, but that’s only
because we are sold the idea that change can only come about through Congress or the Presndent
etc. We are systematically taught our political insignificance - unless it conforms to the tradition"él
aspects of government and the electoral system, which is bullshit. The advantage (for those in
government) in teachin ¢ us this notion is that we will ultimately relinquish our potential for

individual political power through our acceptance of governmental control, which will leave us

with no other avenue of choice but through their system. We have this power in our hands, but our a

fingers seem numb to the feel of it.
If we realize our individual strength and combine it on a local, national, and international
level, we have the potential to do whatever we want to do. The potential will be there to cut through

the bullshit that bogs down any real progress. The endless list of critical issues that are facing us

could be addressed on areal level of understanding and consciousness, not with token gestures and

truths so transparent as to be insulting. Traditional politics can only offer traditional solutions. It
becomes time to destroy tradition when tradition is destroying us.

The nineties will either be our salvation, or they will be the straw that breaks the camel’s
back. And as governments topple in the east and certain western ones rock on their foundations,
we realize that it is the people who are bringing these events to pass - the individual, recognizing
his or her own power, working within the collective movement. If we consider ourselves friends to
humanity, then we cannot afford to distinguish between what is and what is not political. We must
recognize the political consequences of everything we do or do not do. And we must realize that
we are all, in a sense, politicians. The only difference is that we’re not in it for the money or the

ower. we’re in it for our future.
