SCOTLAND BEATS THE POLL TAX!
With the first year under the poll tax 

nearly ending in Scot-land, the word on 
the streets is that we’ve got it sewn upl

In the Strathclyde region (including 
Glasgow) official statistics say that 22% 
of people have not paid a penny I And 
this figure doesn’t even include those 
who started to pay, and since have 
joined the protest, PLUS the many thou­
sands who have refused to registerl

These figures come from the same 
people who told us that "more than 99% 
of people registered for the poll tax” We 
knew they were lying then. Just as we 
know that even the high figures they’ve 
admitted above are probably on the ‘low’ 
side.

With this massive number of people 
not paying, there is nothing they can do 
unless they recruit thousands of staff to 
chase the non-payers, hardly likelyl The 
money is in the pocket, this is the first 
thing that Maggie has ever done for the 
poorl If you don’t pay, you are that 
amount better off. Over a year this could 
mean a holiday, a new telly, a new sofa, 
whatever. Much better than giving it to 
the rich bastards of the Tory party!

In Scotland, the councils have the 
power to send bailiffs round to peoples 
houses, and sell their furniture and ef­
fects to recover the poll tax. This blatant 
thieving is being implemented by Labour 
councils who are grovelling to their Tory 
masters. However, NOT ONE such sale 
has been carried out, such is the feeling 
against the poll tax and Sheriffs Officers. 
In every case people have chased the 
bailiffs away and have replied with sit- 
ins in the Bailiffs offices.

After a year now, we are confident 
that they will get nothing out of us, the 
movement is that big, and its growing 
daily as payers are seeing non-payers 
getting away with it. People are realising 
that paying the poll tax is money down 
the drain; Instead of in your pocket. It

Tens of thousands of soldiers have 
deserted, and the ones left have all 
gone on permanent strikel Instead of 
going on parade the troops now play 
cards, read books or even go down the 
local boozer for a pint!

Saturday 31st March, the day before 
the hated Tory tax came into being in 
England and Wales, and a massive anti 
poll tax march in central London became 
a mass uprising of class angerl

There's very little more to be said 
about the London uprising. If you were 
there, you'll never forget the day that we 
took central London, gave the cops a 
right battering, and then took the class 
war to the plush shops and cars of the 
idle rich, right in the heart of the city!

Right from the start the cops were to­
tally unprepared for the onslaught of 
class anger that was coming their way. 
They pissed about in the sun thinking 
that the 250,000 people on the march 
were just going to listen to a few whing- 
ing speakers, and then get on their 
coaches and go home. How wrong 
could they be I

For years we’ve been told to shut up, 
stay put, and do as were told, as our 
class suffers under the barrage of Tory 
policy. The miners were left out in the 
cold by the Labour party, as were the 
printers, seaman and countless others. 
They turned the full force of the state 
upon us, and expected us to passively 
do as were told.

Well not any more, now is when we 
go on the offensive! Even the authorities 
admitted that their was over 3,000 
people in the forefront of the rioting! the 
sheer scale of the police injuries (over 
350) testifies > to that, as does the dam­

age done (millions of pounds worth).

For days later TV screens were full of 
pictures of burnt out yuppie cars, 
smashed posh shops, and the tearful 
faces of the idle rich as they came to 
terms with the mass outbreak of class 
anger, on the very streets that they 
count as their own I

Make no mistake, this was no 
drunken mob, or the high spirited ac­
tions of a few kids, this was MASS 
CLASS WAR.

As the filth forced Trafalgar square 
clear, the mobs went in different direc­
tions. East to the plush arcades of Cov­
ent Garden. North to the expensive 
shopping areas of Regent St, West, to 
Leicester Square. All with the same mo- 
tive, to show the rich scum exactly what 
we think of them, and what they can ex­
pect more of in the futurel

The battles on the streets with the riot 
cops weren’t the actions of a few, 
scared kids. They were the actions of a 
working class tired of being trampled on 
by both the money grabbing Capitalists 
of the Right, and the back-stabbing, 
hypocrites of the Left. They were the ac­
tions of people proud to say they’ve 
done their bit for the class war, proud to 
battle with the forces of the state as they 
try to suffocate us under yet another 
class aimed law.

This was no ‘drunken mob riot’, this 
was class war...and they’d better get 
used to itl

TAPEWORM TROTS!
Throughout the day, and throughout 

the whole of the anti poll tax campaign, 
the most treacherous actions were those 
of the Militant Tendency.

This Tapeworm Tendency’ of Trots, 
used to 25 years of infiltrating the La­
bour party, are now doing the same with 
the campaign. All over, their mark is 
being scene on the various anti poll tax 
groupings. They have taken control of 
the National Federation, and now seek 
to control EVERY anti poll tax action.

On the march their stewards tried to 
bully everyone else into passively going 
about things THEIR way. When the first 
attacks on the filth began, they were to 

as ‘drunken mobs’, who according to 
them, wouldn’t be allowed on any future 
anti-poll tax demos.

The one thing that Militant, and their 
kind, fear is that working class people 
will spot them for the scum they are. 
That we will realise that we don’t need 
their brand of Marxism, anymore than 
we need the Tories brand of Capitalism.

We’re not interested in whether a 
boss calls themselves a ‘Capitalist’ or a 
‘Marxist’, we want rid of the whole fuck­
ing lot of them!

£50,000 PORCHE 944 BURNS!!!
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The anti-poll tax violence that has 
rocked Britain in the last few weeks 
ranks as the biggest outbreak of anti­
government anger since the inner city 
riots of ’81.

Right across the country, from small 
market towns in the so called ‘Tory 
heartland’ to the large cities, anti-poll tax 
demo's have turned into full scale riots. 
As always, the cops took a right 
battering at these riots, but it was very 
encouraging to see that the crowds were 
very aware of the roll of the Labour party 
in all this. And treated them accordingly!

Anyhow, Class War, in our constant 
search for the truth, is proud to bring you 
what is probably the most extensive 
round up of poll tax trouble you’re ever 
likely to read....

But the first recorded outbreak of 
MASS anger was in STROUD 
(Gloucester), in early Feb when over 
400 people stormed the council 
chamber, when they were trying to set 
the poll tax. The meeting was stopped, 
and the council had to hold another two 
weeks later, when the hall was 
BESIEGED by over 1500 people!

When MANCHESTER tried to set 
their rate on 31st Feb, the cops had to 
be called in to protect the hated 
councillors from a hundred strong mob 
who had earlier occupied the town hall I

The night of March 2nd, saw 
widespread trouble all over England. 
SWINDON was the best with over 700 
people storming into the council 
chamber, sweeping aside the cops who 
were protecting it. Windows were 
smashed, stinkbombs thrown and the 
meeting ended in chaos!

Speaker: Do you want 
this Tory government?

On the same night HILLINGDON 
(London) council was forced to abandon 
its meeting when over 100 people forced 
their way into the chamber and occupied 
it. Amid much pushing and shoving the 
Clerk was WHACKED with the Mace!

HUDDERSFIELD council chamber 
was also the scene of trouble with over 
200 people chanting and throwing things 
down onto the councillors.

The market town of SHEPTON 
MALLET was the scene of another 

storming of the council chamber IA mob 
forced their way in and the councillors 
fled out the back door! The 300 strong 
crowd then gathered outside and stoned 
the cop cars called to break up the 
protest! Two cars were damaged, five 
youths were nicked.

HARRINGAY in London, was the 
scene of mass trouble on Monday 6th. 
Hundreds of protesters had gathered, 
missiles were thrown at the council 
building and the cops guarding it. The 
meeting was finally abandoned. Cops 
were injured and 13 arrests were made.

Council meetings were also disrupted 
in WALLASEY and WALSALL

Tuesday was the day when poll tax 
riots swept the country. What had been 
a steadily growing spate of attacks 
became a tidalwave of anger that shook 
the government;

BRISTOL was the best. In the after 
noon about 1000 people gathered to 
listen to boring Lefty speeches, later the 
law tried to nick one bloke, which 
provoked a whole section of the crowd 
to attempt to free him, and give the 
coppers a good kicking I Later, with the 
crowd swelled to 2000, attempts were 
made to storm the council house, which 
led to hand to hand fighting, with the 
law. After an hour or so of this, the 
ENTIRE crowd turned around and 
marched around town, attacking the 
coppers, and smashing council 
windows I

Final score - Five coppers injured 
Nice onel”

In WESTON-SUPER-MARE police 
fought running battles as a 1000 strong 
crowd laid siege to the council house. 
Windows were broken in a hail of rocks 
and the doors gave way as the mob 
forced their way in. Battles took place in 
the corridors, and in the underground 
car park another group tried to force 
their way in.

The meeting was abandoned for over 
two hours. Once police reinforcements 
arrived, the crowd raced through streets 
and stopped traffic.

Tory councillor John Daws said; “We 
have been subjected to mob violence” 
Ha Ha Hal

Final score - Two hospitalised cops!

NORWICH - Over 1000 angry 
protesters stormed the City Hall. 
Several cops were injured as the crowd 
forced their way into the chamber, and 
at one point, 20 cops had to barricade 
the doors with tabies and chairs. 
Windows were broken, and the meeting 
was abandoned I

MAIDENHEAD - 700 protesters 
forced the council to suspend the 
meeting, after they stormed the building.

BIRMINGHAM - 150 people stormed 
into the council chamber, fighting with 
the law, and chucking bottles at the 
councillors! The meeting was 
suspended whilst the cops flung a 
cordon around the building I

READING A crowd of 600 laid siege 
to the council building, banging on 
windows and chanting, then they 
marched on the police station to try to 
free two men who were arrested.

GILLINGHAM - 150 people stopped 
the council meeting, police 
reinforcements had to be called to clear 
the public gallery.

EXETER - Four cops and two council 
sergeants were injured as they battled 
with 500 protesters. Food was hurled 
from the gallery, the Mayor was hit by a 
pasty I'

At DERWENTSIDE (Co Durham) the 
council leader was forced to say that 
anyone not paying wouldn’t be 
prosecuted after 200 people marched on 
the chambersl

A “community
charge” means

runningfull pelt down 
a street with a brick in 
your hand and a “pig” 
in your sights

There was also trouble in 
LOWESTOFT and DOVER.

NOTTINGHAM council chamber was 
stormed on Wednesday 7Th, by locals 
dressed as Robin Hood I

Also on the 7th there were pitched 
battles at LEEDS Civic Hall as 300 
demonstrators laid siege to the building. 
About 60 managed to force their way in, 
and the law spent the next hour trying to 
clear the building. Some climbed onto 
the roof, and others pelted the windows 
with mud! Four arrests.

NEWCASTLE Civic Centre was the 
scene of clashes as 600 people 
protested. The public gallery was 
cleared, and it took police over 30 
minutes to get control. Outside the angry 
crowd banged on windows and chanted 
slogans.



PLYMOUTH - 300 people protest 
outside the council building, There's 10 
arrests as a mob try to force their way 
in. Windows are broken and the meeting 
disrupted.

The best that night was in 
SOUTHAMPTON where 500 plus 
people gathered outside the chamber. 
But not for long...27 arrests are made as 
the crowd attempt to batter down the 
front doorl and barricades are built to 
prevent the public gallery being cleared. 
Later coppers are punched and kicked 
as they lead away those arrested 
through a back doorl

Also that night; DUDLEY - 200 
besiege council chamber, eggs thrown 
at councillors as they leave the back 
way. TELFORD 3 coppers injured as the 
mob try to force their way into the 
council HQ.

THURSDAY 9th was the night when 
the streets of HACKNEY became an 
anti poll tax battleground.

Smoke tombs were thrown at the 
cops along with almost every missile 
you could think of! Beer cans, bottles, 
bricks, rocks you name it, the cops got 
hit with it!

the police and rioters, the cops were 
described as 'like the keystone cops’ 
running all over the place, and taking a 
right battering from the crowd. Every 
time they cleared the square in front of 
the Town Hall, people ran through a 
nearby pub, out the back, and attacked 
them from the rear!

Loadsa them were injured, including 
one porker who had a brick dropped on 
her from a railway bridge! A copper 
caught in the traffic had their car 
overturned, and over 60 shops had their 
stock looted! Including some very nice 
TV’s from DER rentals (nice one)

The sheer scale of the violence 
caught them totally by surprise, and it 
took hours of running street battles 
before the cops had the situation under 
control.

Over 30 cops injured!

Also that night was trouble in 
SWINDON (againl) The 1000 strong 
crowd outside the town hall spent the 
night lobbing bottles at the cops, 
hospitalising 101 including one who had 
a fag put out on his face. Ha, Ha, Hal An 
effigy of Thatcher was hung then 
burnedl

SALISBURY (Wilts) saw 2 coppers 
injured as they struggled to contain 400 
people outside the Townhall. There 
were seven arrests as the porkers got 
pelted!

The following night saw BRIXTON go 
up in rioting as a 2000 strong mob 
protested out side the town hall.

The crowd attacked the law with 
9

bricks and bottles as the council meeting 
ended. The cops, having taken a 
severe battering at Hackney, weren’t 
going to stand around too much, and 
soon running battles started around 
Stockwell Road. Youths broke up 
paving slabs for missiles, and pelted the 
riot coppers, whilst another group 
lobbed bottles from the town hall steps I

Later a lone panda car was 
surrounded in Stockwell Road, its driver 
beaten, and car turned upside downl

Skirmishes carried on for an hour or 
so, until the UB40 gig ended at the 
Academy, and the now reformed mob 
attacked the town hall (againl)

Final score -12 injured porkersl

The same night 70 people had to be 
thrown out of YORK town hall after a 
rowdy anti poll tax meeting, and the 
council was stopped for an hour.

120 coppers were needed to protect 
SHEFFIELD council the same night. 
Missiles were thrown at the cops and 
three were injured. Over 1000 people 
were involved, and mounted coppers 
were needed to restore orderl One 
copper said; "We had to tolerate stones, 
bricks,eggs, and red pepper being 
thrown at our officers”lll

Also trouble that night in 
ROTHERHAM where hundreds of 
people disrupted their council meeting.

MIDSOMER NORTON (Somerset),

was the venue for a massive 2000 
strong march on Sun 11th. The mob 
marched on the council house (which 
was already daubed with slogans) and 
the 25 coppers guarding it were pelted 
with bottles, stones and rotten fruitl 
Windows were broken, and it took three 
hours for mounted reinforcements to 
arrive and restore order. An effigy of 
Thatcher was lynched and dragged 
across the green I

Monday 12th saw over 45 arrests, 
and 6 hospitalised coppers, when 
violence erupted at ISLINGTON when 
the council set their rate. A 2000 strong 
group blocked the main Al road, and 
running battles went on for hours.

The normally quiet city of BATH on 
Tuesday 13th was the scene of a 
gathering of over 1000 anti- poll tax 
protesters. 12 arrests were made as the 
crowd threw missiles at the law, chanted 
slogans, and burned effigies of 
Thatcher. 200 coppers were needed to 
protect the council!

COLCHESTER - Sat 17th March. 
500 angry locals attacked council 
buildings, the poll tax office, and the 
local Tory dub, during an anti-poll tax 
march I

All three buildings had windows 
broken, and at one point the High Street 
was blocked. As the march passed the 
Tory club, tories jeered from inside and 
the crowd attacked the building; “They 
chucked anything they could lay their 
hands on” said one frightened Tory, 
"Bricks, eggs, fruit, bottles, its was very 
frightening” he said. There were 17 
arrests.

This was the state of the protests as 
we went to press, sorry if we missed 
yours, and remember all this anger is 
just the beginning.

LABOUR/TORY BOTH THE SAME!

This was the chant taken up at many 
anti-poll tax demo’s across the country, 
as labour councillors voted in the poll 
tax.

We have been told that the only way 
to get rid of the poll tax is to vote Kin­
nock & Co in No 10. they are telling us 
to obey the law, and pay the poll tax 
now. So that when he’s in charge, we 
will do as he says. Class War says 
"Fuck off Kinnock you bastard, we don’t 
you as prime minister anymore than we 
want herl”

The answer to problems like the poll 
tax is not a change of face at No 10. but 
mass working class rebellion like that al­
ready seen outside our town halls. If you 
think that this is naive, think again, just 
look at how quickly the Tories are losing 
their nerve, the Pound and the stock ex- 

sonous ideas In our class like; respect 
for law and order, the feeling that we 
can never do anything without their help, 
and telling us that violence is alien to the 
British working class.

The trade unions do a very similar job 
at work, just look at the bloated maggots 
the leadership Is, and the way they sell 
us down the river EVERY time, in a dis­
pute. This is the British labour move­
ment, even the name Is a sick joke I

What really separates Class War 
from the labour party and most of the 
‘Left’, is their belief that you can use the 
existing state Institutions to bring about 
the end of capitalism and its class di­
vided society.

Again the question comes back to 
that of State, the ‘Left’ want to take over 
the management of it, we say get rid of It 
all and start again from the

BOTTOM UPI

Don’t be taken in by the ’left’ or the 
labour party, they will use you for their 
own ends. Class War says that if you 
want freedom you must take it for your­
self, and this is precisely the aim of our 
activity to encourage the creation of an 
independent working class organisation, 
that is controlled from the bottom, and 
not by some small clique of nutty polit­
ico’s.

The vast majority of Labour leaders 
are Oxbridge graduates who think they 
know what’s best for us. They will never 
trust us to have power over our own 
lives they will always to keep it for them 
selves. Look at Labour on parliamentary 
TV, its well hard to tell the difference 
between them and the Tories. This is 
because they are both playing the same 
game - pushing us around like pieces on 
a chess board.
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THE POLL TAX IS THE MOST AM­
BITIOUS ATTACK THE TORIES HA VE 
MADE ON THE WORKING CLASS 
SINCE THEY CAME TO POWER.

In order to defeat it the response has 
to be just as ambitious. Class War has 
argued over and over again for the tac­
tics currently being used in many areas 
of the country, and is pleased to see 
them working to a large extent. So what 
are these tactics, and how will they beat 
the poll tax, and why do we wish to de­
feat the poll tax in the first place?

MASS NON PAYMENT is the most 
important part of the fight. In Scotland 
there are officially nearly 1,000,000 
people not paying, and that doesn’t in­
clude the thousands who avoided being 
registered. Some councils are now in 
serious financial trouble, and the Tories 
will have to step in at some point to help 
them.

Scraps with the police outside town 
halls may not stop the poll tax, but re- 
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sisting the collection will. The only way 
to resist the onslaught of poll tax offi­
cers, bailiffs, police and the courts is by 
collective community action. We must 
get together in our communities, es­
tates, blocks of flats and organise to 
stop them collecting off any of us. Re­
ception parties for bailiffs, asking the 
postie to lose the summonses, occupa­
tions of local housing offices. We have 
to make every attempt to collect one 
persons poll tax cost them thousands of 
pounds in bailiffs wages, admin costs, 
police manpower, they’ll soon give in.

So how do we fightback against these 
20th century robber barons. In Scotland 
they have developed networks of people 
to run and ring round peoples houses at 
the first sign of the bailiffs. Huge groups 
of people have been assembled in this 
way, and the council thugs frightened 
off.

The time to start calling on your 
neighbours though is not when the first 
furniture auction happens down your 
street, it is NOWI People should be 
going round, knocking on doors to see 
who is willing to help and in what way, 
assembling the technology needed to 
fight a modern day community battle, 
mobile phones, CB radios (remember 
them), typewriters (to combat the lies in 
the local press).

The fight against the poll tax will de­
feat the attempt to make the rich prosper 
at the expense of the working class, it 
could also lead to the creation of 
stronger, safer, more friendly communi­
ties. This is the real threat to the ruling 
class, because a strong working class is 
a threat to their power, that they are 
used to wielding over a divided weak 
population.

For us victory against the poll tax 
could be the opportunity to start chang­
ing some of the other shit we’ve put up 
with under this lunatic economic system.
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He couldn’t be more wrong, if he 
thinks education is a bad thing, why do 
you think the Tories are trying to deny 
working class people the right to any

middle class offered them.

already making Uno’s in Poland for 
£2000 less than in Italyl All of this will 
signal a greater exploitation of the work­
ing class in Europe.

In Britain, bosses can simply threaten 
to move production to the East, to keep 
down wages and conditions. Meanwhile 
in the East, the capitalist dream is turn­
ing into a nightmare. Poland, the furthest 
down the road to full capitalism, has got 
inflation of over 500%l and chronic food 
shortages.

THE THIRD WORLD

The East, and soon us, are getting a 
taste of how capitalism has treated the 
Third World for years. They pillage la­
bour and resources for peanuts, the re­
sult; low wages, famine, war, no health 
care. The Third World is the slave of 
international capitalism, and-they are 
kept in place by their own national ruling 
class.

The cause of suffering In the Third 
World, and of our own class in Britain is 
capitalism - the cure is revolution!

BRITAIN

As a result of these changes, every­
thing in the world is 'fluid' (in a state of 
possible change). The Eastern states 
have vast natural resources, and a 
skilled workforce, which will work for 
peanuts (£60 per month in Poland).

Our aims and principles, printed at 
the back, say; “we try to increase the 
militancy of the working class through 
propaganda, active participation and 
debate as equals" In other words, to be 
part of a growing trend WITHIN the 
working class, where people take back 
their lives, from the ruling class and their 
lackeys I

We want to see the emergence of a 
working class culture that has as its 
main elements, IDENTITY, PRIDE, 
SOLIDARITY and THE WILLINGNESS 
TO FIGHT.

OUR OBJECTIVES

Our aim then, is to try to do some­
thing that has never been tried in this 
country before.

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We have NEVER got anything out of 
the ruling class with threatening, or us­
ing violence. Even the NHS (which la­
bour like to claim as their gift) came 
about because of the fear of trouble if 
health care didn’t improve after the war.

Class War stands firmly in that long 
line of working class resistance to its 
enemies.

The London mob of the 19th 
century, who constantly agi­
tated against the monarchy and 
injustice.

The working mens radical 
clubs, corresponding clubs and 
debating societies of the 19th 
and early 20th centuries.

The violent anti government 
riots that swept Britain in 1919 
and brought this country to the 
edge of revolution.

The militancy and sabotage 
so common in industry in the 
50’s, 60’s and 70's.

The no-go areas of Northern 
Ireland 1969-72.

The urban and rural riots of 
the 80’s, and the miners and 
printers strikes, which saw the 
development of highly effective 
’hit squads ’.

THE LONGEST SUFFERING FANS 
IN FOOTBALL, THOSE OF 
CHARLTON ATHLETIC, HAVE BEEN 
DEALT YET ANOTHER BLOW IN 
THEIR BID TO SURVIVE.

1985 saw Charlton go bust. Thanks 
to the fans helping the new board of 
directors,(they raised over £50,000 col­
lecting at the turnstiles), Charlton sur­
vived, but only just. Then in 1986 the 
ground safety inquiry, after Bradford, 
declared The Valley ground unsafe, the 
club couldn’t afford the repairs, and the 
Valley closed.

Charlton were forced to share with 
Crystal Palace, over 10 miles away, and 
the new owners of Charlton, Sunley, 
(property developers) were over the 
moon as it meant they could now de­
velop the Valley for profit.

ut once again the fans pulled to­
gether to save the club. In 1986 
Charlton were promoted to the first divi­
sion. The fans organised a mass home 
boycott, to force the board to return to 
the Valley, after three and a half years, 
they won!

A new superstadium was to be built 
on the sight of the old one, but then 
Greenwich Labour council objected to 
the planning permission. The council 
wanted to build luxury homes in the 
area, and were frighted that the ground 
would devalue prices. On the night of 
the council meeting that was to decide 
once and for all, 2500 fans marched on 
the council house, but it was a stitch-up, 
and planning was refused!

The fans have been fighting now for 5 
years, and they ain’t going to give in to a 
few corrupt councillors. In the May coun­
cil elections Charlton supporters are 
standing a candidate in every ward to 
fight the councillors. Watch this space 
for more news...
