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SUSPENSIONS -

Black Parents Campaign

For a number of years black parents in
Nottingham as in other parts of the Country
have been expressing great concern about
the unfair and racist treatment that their
children have been receiving in local schools.

Cases brought to UKAIDI, a black advice
and information centre in Nottingham, led
the organisation to raise this issue with the

City Area Office of the Education Department

in Spring 1983. It was agreed that the Area
Education officer would monitor all
suspensions so that the race, age, sex, etc.,
of pupils would be known, and that this
information would be made available.

In March 1984, UKAIDI contacted the Area
Education Officer to discuss the results of
the monitoring exercise, and a meeting was
arranged. However, the day before the
meeting, the Area Education Officer =
contacted us to cancel the meeting - he had
been told by a Senior Assistant Director not
to give us the figures, or to discuss the issue
with us!

We wrote to the Director, then the Chairman
of the Education Committee querying this
decision, and asking for the release of the
figures. Both replied that they supported
the decision to withhold the information

and that they did not feel it would be use-
ful to discuss this issue with us, or any

other black organisations.

Our research showed that black pupils were
often suspended for very trivial offences,
sometimes for incidents for which they bore
no responsibility, and where white children
equally involved, or involved in very similar
incidents, were not. No account was taken
of the fact that incidents were sometimes
provoked by other pupils or teachers, and
children were often pumshed for incidents
occurring off school premises and out of
school; and they often unnecessarily involved
the police in incidents involving black pupils.

Soon after the report, the authority's own
figures were unofficially made available to
us. These showed black children to be six

times more likely than other pupils to be
suspended.

Despite a campaign conducted on this

issue by black parents and community
organisations, led by Nottingham African-
Caribbean Convention, including public
meetings attracting up to 300 black people,
the authority still insists that they will not
discuss the issue with black organisations.

It has belatedly released some suspension
figures, which despite excluding mixed
race black children, still show black
children to be 3-4 times more likely to be
suspended. The Chairman of Education
has added fuel to the flames by blaming
the high rate of black suspensions on
single-parent families headed by women!
The Commission for Racial Equality report
on referral and suspension of pupils In
Birmingham, published in April, shows how
hollow this 'explanation' is.

Nevertheless, the campaign continues with
the main demands being that the authority
should release the figures with the
statistical breakdowns that were agreed,
and for an independent enquiry into this
problem - which has the support of the
National Union of Teachers locally.

Having said that, I recognise that suspensions are a matter of concern to 3
the black community. This Authority has suspension procedures which are H
the envy of many other authorities. They were thoroughly reviewed in b

Much has been said recently about the statistics and the Authority's i
reluctance to release the statistics in full. Reference is made in the =
UKAIDI document to the Commission for Racial Equality's recently published j
report on the referral and suspension of pupils in Birmingham. I note g
that the C.R.E. makes the point that "The concerns that have developed ¢
over many years in relation to suspensions can only be removed when the /
facts are known." The fact is that no information concerning the ethnic .j

1983, and the first few months in which statistics were kept coincided
with a major reorganisation of the inner city secondary schools. There
was no yardstick against which to judge the statistics for this period,
which, in any case, were distorted by the trauma of reorganisation. it

would have been irresponsible to publish these statistics without any
figures for earlier and more settled periods of secondary education being

available against which to judge them. The figures which I presented to
the Policy and Standards Sub-Committee of the Education Committee on the
31st January 1985 are absolutely accurate for the whole period for which
statistics had been gathered, and it is very pleasing to me that during
this period the number of suspended pupils, black and white, has been
reduced significantly. Specific reference is made to my reference to
single parent families. I have been badly and sometimes deliberately
misquoted in regard to what I said on this and I welcome another
opportunity to put the record straight. As I said on Radio Nottingham
and as I told the Committee in January, out of 474 pupils suspended in the
city over a four and a half term period 254 (53.58%) were not living with
both their parents. Sociologically there is a well known correlation
between broken homes and bad behaviour. It is clear to me that pupils
with unstable home backgrounds are more likely to be disruptive in school
than those enjoying more stable home backgrounds.

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People speak to each other so that they can
share their ideas, feelings and experience
'with others. Talking is a skill learnt for
this purpose and should always be fun. Play
can be used to show children how talking can
be part of an enjoyable time.

Children begin speaking at different times in
their early years, some may be quicker to talk
than others. At first a child will learn a

few simple words that he hears many times each
day. When he cannot name them he will use
other ways, such as pointing, to ask for things
he needs or wants. Your child should be
encouraged to communicate in whatever way he
can. He will first learn that all ‘forms of
communication, pointing, smiling and nodding
can tell another person what he wants or how

he feels. The more he is encouraged and praised
the more he will want to learn different ways
of communicating, such as speech.

No one can completely answer the question "How
do children learn to speak?" It is known that
listening and understanding are very important
in the early stages. In a short time a child
becomes fluent in his first language and yet
an adult may take many years to learn a second
language. Children should therefore always be
encouraged as they are faced with a difficult
task.

By playing with your child it may be possible
to encourage him to sit and listen and also
to learn simple facts which will help him
understand the world of which he is now a
member. It is a good idea to try and spend
time each day talking with your child during

play.

The play does not have to be complicated nor

do expensive toys need to be bought. Simple
toys and games that are similar to those

things experienced in daily life will help

your child most. The simpler the game and the
simpler the words you use the more your child
will learn. Most important of all is to
encourage your child to take part and to praise
every attempt he makes. He needs confidence

in himself as this will help him to learn.
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Play can help

your chilo

€o speak

Many games can be played with just one doll

and a few simple objects. Both boys and girls
will find this fun.

Children often watch their mother, cooking,
cleaning and washing clothes. Children can

be encouraged to copy these and similar
activities with the doll and thereby learn
simple words such as eating, washing, sock,
brush etc. To play feeding the doll or bathing
the doll will help them to learn how the action
can be described in words. Their own bathtime
and meal times can be used as a similar way

for teaching the words. Children often need

to hear the same words many times for them to
first understard them and then be able to use

- them. Simple games are better in their early

years.

Building bricks can be used as a way of helping

-your child use his imagingation and create his

own games and toys. The parent can suggest
and also help the child to build imaginatively.

Telling a simple story or nursery rhyme can

~help your child learn to sit and listen.

Repetition of stories or especially nursery
rhymes encourages the child will use this

“ability to imitate in order to learn more

words.

If one parent has time to sit with the child for
a short time each day these moments can be both
a source of great pleasure for parent and child.
The child will also enjoy learning and the
attention and praise of his parents.
